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Ordnance Survey Maps

A The Ordnance Survey was established
in 1791

A Between 1791 and 1840 much of
England and Wales surveyed and maps
published at a scale of 1 inch to the
mile (1: 63, 360)

A In 1854 a standard scale for survey of
25 inches to the mile (1: 2500) was
introduced for rural areas and by 1896
all of the Britain had been surveyed.

A The maps which form the Ordnance
Survey 1 Edition were published at
both 6 inch (1: 10, 560) and 25 inch to
mile scales

A In 1891 a general revision of both scales
was undertaken and completed by 1914
